Frequently asked questions about the  

New Mexico State Guard 
 

What is the New Mexico State Guard? 

The New Mexico State Guard is an authorized 

voluntary military organization that serves New 

Mexico. It allows you to help others while having 

the opportunity to gain military training, experi-

ence, and promotions. 

Can I be deployed overseas?  

NO!   You cannot be sent overseas.  You will 

serve only the citizens of the State of New Mex-

ico. 

Do I get paid?  

The New Mexico State Guard is a volunteer or-

ganization.  You are only paid in the event of  a 

state emergency for which you are activated. 

Who can join?   

In order to join the State Guard, you must  be 18 

years of age or older, have no record of being 

convicted of a felony, be physically fit, and be 

willing to serve the people of the great state of 

New Mexico. 

What do I do in the State Guard?   

You will use all types of skills in the guard.  

Whether you are a medical professional, engi-

neer, journalist, retired military officer, me-

chanic, instuctor, business manager, recruiter, or 

person skilled at honoring others at funerals, your 
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New Mexico State Guard 

òNew Mexicans United in Service.ó 

What does the New Mexico State 

Guard provide for me? 

 

¶ Continuing military experience 

and promotions if you are prior 

military.  

¶ Military training and experience if 

you have no prior military experi-

ence. 

¶ An opportunity to use your  pro-

fessional skills in a military con-

text.  

¶ Formal membership in the state 

military community and contacts 

with those serving the federal 

military establishment.

People do not join the NM State Guard to 

make money, but rather to serve their state, 

nation, and community in a military capacity.  

Key mission areas for the NM 

State Guard are: 

 

¶ Medical professionals (doctors, 

nurses, medics, etc.) to aid the NM 

Army National Guard with physical 

exams and provide response teams 

for community emergencies. 

¶ Honor guards for military funerals.  

¶ Communications.  

¶ Assistance to local emergency man-

agement teams during community 

crises. 

¶ Public affairs assistance to the NM 

Army National Guard.  

¶ Large-vehicle driving and mainte-

nance assistance to the NM Army 

National Guard.
